New subspecies published

No doubt about it: a visit to the natural habi-
tat of Eucalyptus torquata, the ‘coral gum’ 
of the Coolgardie district, when the species 
is flowering in the spring months, is always 
special. Last year was extra special with 
mass flowerings across the local hills around 
Coolgardie in the Goldfields. It’s easy to see 
why ‘coral gum’ is one of Australia’s favour-
ite planted species.

A new subspecies of the very rare coastal 
and island species from east of Esperance, 
E. insularis, has been named. Eucalyptus 
insularis subsp. insularis is known only from 
North Twin Peak Island, with the newly-
named E. insularis subsp. continentalis being 
restricted to the mainland near Cape Le 
Grand.
